Students
often wear school colors, bring blankets or breakfast, take pictures, and
spend time with friends. The event celebrates the start of senior year and

creates memories before graduation.

SENIOR SCHOLARSHIPS NIGHT

Senior Scholarships Night is a school event where seniors are recognized for their
achievements during high school. Students may receive recognition for academics,
leadership, athletics, community service, clubs, or other special accomplishments.
The event is held in late spring and may include speeches, certificates, medals,
cords, scholarships, and recognition from teachers/counselors. It's meant to

celebrate seniors for their hard work and contributions throughout high school. AW A R D S

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Senior banquet is a gathering for the senior class to enjoy one last meal together
before graduation and share high school memories.

Students will enjoy a sit-down dinner reception, with dancing, photo booths, casino
games, an entertainer, a slide show, and a performance from teachers! We will need
parent help with decorating and check-in. Note: This is a students/teachers only
event

"GRAD” WALK
THROUGH ELEMENTARY

A high school elementary walk (sometimes called a “Senior Walk” or “Grad
% | _ Walk”) is when graduating high school seniors visit their old elementary schools
w f while wearing their caps and gowns. The younger students line the hallways and
cheer for them as they walk through the school.

It's meant to inspire the younger kids and celebrate the seniors’ achievement
before graduation. Seniors also get to reconnect with old teachers and remember

where they started their school journey.

Costs: None
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SENIOR SUNSET

Senior Sunset is a tradition where seniors gather at the end of their senior
year to watch the sunset together. It usually happens near graduation and
symbolizes the ending of high school before everyone goes their separate
ways. Students often bring blankets, food, music, take pictures, sign
yearbooks, and spend time with friends reflecting on memories from high
school. It’s basically the opposite of Senior Sunrise, which celebrates the
beginning of senior year.

Host: None - Independently student organized
Where: EHS or Local Park
When: Last Week of School
Costs: None, food PFSO sponsored and funded by donations
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THE PROM

Junior-Senior Prom is a formal school dance that celebrates upperclassmen
with an evening of music, dancing, photos, and memories with classmates.
Students dress in formal attire and enjoy a themed night filled with fun, food,
and entertainment. This is a major milestone students talk about all year.

When: Saturday, March 27 7:00 to 11:00 PM
Ticket Price: $110-$125*
*Price may be lowered depending on class fundraising goals

Grad Night is an optional, special overnight celebration for graduating
seniors filled with entertainment, activities, food, and memories as
classmates come together one last time to celebrate the end of high

school in a safe and fun environment, typically at an amusement park.

Costs: TBD $250-$450 each student
